Article | - Name
Men's Golf Association (Association) of Pecan Grove Plantation Country Club, Inc.

Article li -- Purpase
The purpose of this Association is the promotion of good fellowship and sportsmanship among its
members and to encourage the active participation among its members in social evenis and playing golf
tournaments conducted in accordance with the rules of United States Golf Association as modified by
local rules of the course.

Article lll - Membership
Section 1
Membership to the Association is open to all male members of Pecan Grove Plantation Country Club as
defined by Article 4 Membership Categories, Section 4.1.1 Golf, Section 4.1.6 Junior Golf, Section 4.1.8.
Corporate, Section 4.1.9. Corporate Associate Memberships, and Article 6, Section 6.1 Membership,
Section 6.2. Eligibility, of the PGPCC Membership BY-Laws, approved by PGPCC Board of Directors on
15th day of March 1994, provided said male member is not subject to the rules of the Texas
Interscholastic League.

Section 2

Member Emeritus status is available to all existing MGA members that may no longer be able to play golf
or may no longer be able to maintain a golfing membership in Pecan Grove Plantation Country Club.
Member Emeritus status is not available to members of Pecan Grove Plantation Country Club who were
not previously a golf member and a member of the MGA per Article lil, Section 1. Member's Emeritus will
be required o pay the MGA annual dues and will be permitted to attend and participate in all non-golfing
activities. Member's Emeritus may not compete in any MGA golf tournament.

Article IV -- Officers
Section 1
The Officers of the Association will be a President, a Vice-President, three Tournament Directors, a
Secretary, a Treasurer, a Membership Chairman, and three Handicap Directors for a total of eleven
officers duly elected to form the Executive Board.

Section 2
The President, or in his absence, the Vice-President shall preside at all meetings of the Association and
the Executive Board and shall have general supervision for the Association.

Section 3
The Secretary shall keep the records of the meefings of the Association and of the Executive Board.

Section 4

The Treasurer shall collect and keep all funds of the Association and disburse them as directed by the
Executive Board. He shall keep the accounts and the books belonging to the Association, which shall be
at all times open to the inspection of the Executive Board. He shall make a report of the financial condition
of the Association at each meeting of the Association. in addition, he shall prepare and submit to all
members of the Association a written accounting of all income and expenditures of the Association at the
conclusion of each vear. He shall approve all appropriately recommended payouts from the “Hole-in-One
Club”, per Article XI, Section 7, prepared by the "Hole-In-One Club” Chairman.

Section 5

The Membership Chairman shall maintain an up-to-date membership list to include name, club number,
telephone (business/home), and handicap of current dues paying members. He will advise the M.G.A.
Treasurer of the current membership number (total) to ensure proper credit is being received on the
statement. He will check the names of persons signing up to play in all MGA tournaments to ensure they
are all current, paid-up members of the Association. The Membership Chairman will work closely with the
PGPCC Membership Director to solicit and welcome new club members on behalf of the MGA.
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
